OLD-FASHIONED COCONUT CREAM PIE 
Makes 1 (9”) Pie 

 

3 Cups Half-n-Half   1 tsp. Vanilla   2 Eggs 
1 (9”) Pre-Baked Pie Crust     3/4 Cup Sugar    
1 Cup Whipped Topping  1/2 Cup Flour   1/4 tsp. Sal t  
1 Cup Shredded Coconut, Toasted, Divided* 
 

In a medium saucepan, combine half-n-half, eggs, sugar, flour and salt.  Bring mixture 
to a boil over low heat, stirring constantly.  Remove from heat and stir in 3/4 cup 
shredded coconut and vanilla.  Pour into prepared pie crust and chill in refrigerator for 
2 to 4 hours, until firm.  Top evenly with whipped topping and remaining 1/4 cup shred-
ded coconut.  Store in refrigerator. 
 

*To toast, place coconut in a single layer on a baking sheet.  Bake at 350 degrees for 
5 to 7 minutes, stirring occasionally, until coconut is golden brown.
